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(Scriptures are from The Passion Translation unless otherwise noted)

We do not believe the world's view on physical circumstances. WE ARE GOD'S CHILDREN AND DO NOT BELONG TO THIS WORLD. We will not accept and will rebuke anything that does not come from God’s Word. We focus and stand firm in faith in His word. Speak words of faith over your life every day. The power of life and death are in the tongue (Proverbs 18:21). God is for us, so who could be against us (Romans 8:31)? Believers do not give the physical circumstances a second thought. For we walk by faith (things not seen) and not by sight (worldly things). Here are some Scriptures of what God says about how we must act, but there are many more. 

Do not be deceived, panic and fear are from Satan.

We are born of an incorruptible seed: 

1 Peter 1:23 ~ 23 For through the eternal and living Word of God you have been born again. And this “seed” that he planted within you can never be destroyed but will live and grow inside of you forever. 

We have overcome the world: 

1 John 4:4 ~ 4 Little children, you can be certain that you belong to God and have conquered them, for the One who is living in you is far greater than the one who is in the world.

We do not have a spirit of fear:

2 Timothy 1:7 ~ 7 For God will never give you the spirit of fear, but the Holy Spirit who gives you mighty power, love, and self-control. 
Psalm 34:1-22 (especially v. 4) ~ 1 Lord! I’m bursting with joy over what you’ve done for me! My lips are full of perpetual praise.
2 I’m boasting of you and all your works, so let all who are discouraged take heart. 
3 Join me, everyone! Let’s praise the Lord together. Let’s make him famous! Let’s make his name glorious to all. 
4 Listen to my testimony: I cried to God in my distress and he answered me. He freed me from all my fears! 
5 Gaze upon him, join your life with his, and joy will come. Your faces will glisten with glory. You’ll never wear that shame-face again.
6 When I had nothing, desperate and defeated, I cried out to the Lord and he heard me, bringing his miracle-deliverance when I needed it most.
7 The angel of the Lord stooped down to listen as I prayed, encircling me, empowering me, and showing me how to escape. He will do this for everyone who fears God. 
8 Drink deeply of the pleasures of this God. Experience for yourself the joyous mercies he gives to all who turn to hide themselves in him.
9 Worship in awe and wonder, all you who’ve been made holy! For all who fear him will feast with plenty.
10 Even the strong and the wealthy grow weak and hungry, but those who passionately pursue the Lord will never lack any good thing.
11 Come, children of God, and listen to me. I’ll share the lesson I’ve learned of fearing the Lord.
12–13 Do you want to live a long, good life, enjoying the beauty that fills each day? Then never speak a lie or allow wicked words to come from your mouth.
14 Keep turning your back on every sin and make “peace” your life motto. Practice being at peace with everyone. 
15 The Lord sees all we do; he watches over his friend’s day and night. His godly ones receive the answers they seek whenever they cry out to him.
16 But the Lord has made up his mind to oppose evildoers and to wipe out even the memory of them from the face of the earth.
17 Yet when holy lovers of God cry out to him with all their hearts, the Lord will hear them and come to rescue them from all their troubles.
18 The Lord is close to all whose hearts are crushed by pain, and he is always ready to restore the repentant one.
19 Even when bad things happen to the good and godly ones, the Lord will save them and not let them be defeated by what they face.
20 God will be your bodyguard to protect you when trouble is near. Not one bone will be broken.
21 But the wicked commit slow suicide. For they hate and persecute the lovers of God. Make no mistake about it, God will hold them guilty and punish them; they will pay the penalty!
22 But the Lord has paid for the freedom of his servants, and he will freely pardon those who love him. He will declare them free and innocent when they turn to hide themselves in him. 
Psalm 27:1 (NLT) ~ The Lord is my revelation-light to guide me along the way; he’s the source of my salvation to defend me every day. I fear no one! I’ll never turn back and run from you, Lord; surround and protect me.
John 14:27 (NLT) ~ “I am leaving you with a gift—peace of mind and heart. And the peace I give is a gift the world cannot give. So don’t be troubled or afraid.
Isaiah 41:10,13 (NLT) Don’t be afraid, for I am with you. Don’t be discouraged, for I am your God. I will strengthen you and help you. I will hold you up with my victorious right hand. vs.13 ~ For I hold you by your right hand— I, the Lord your God. And I say to you, ‘Don’t be afraid. I am here to help you.
Philippians 4:6-7 (NLT) ~ 6  Don’t worry about anything; instead, pray about everything. Tell God what you need, and thank him for all he has done. 7 Then you will experience God’s peace, which exceeds anything we can understand. His peace will guard your hearts and minds as you live in Christ Jesus.
1 Peter 5:7 ~ Pour out all your worries and stress upon him and leave them there, for he always tenderly cares for you. 
Psalm 91 (NLT) (especially vs.10) ~ Those who live in the shelter of the Most High will find rest in the shadow of the Almighty.
2 This I declare about the Lord: He alone is my refuge, my place of safety; he is my God, and I trust him.
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4 He will cover you with his feathers. He will shelter you with his wings. His faithful promises are your armor and protection.
5 Do not be afraid of the terrors of the night, nor the arrow that flies in the day.
6 Do not dread the disease that stalks in darkness, nor the disaster that strikes at midday.
7 Though a thousand fall at your side, though ten thousand are dying around you, these evils will not touch you.
8 Just open your eyes, and see how the wicked are punished.
9 If you make the Lord your refuge, if you make the Most High your shelter,
10 no evil will conquer you; no plague will come near your home.
11 For he will order his angels to protect you wherever you go.
12 They will hold you up with their hands so you won’t even hurt your foot on a stone.
13 You will trample upon lions and cobras; you will crush fierce lions and serpents under your feet!
14 The Lord says, “I will rescue those who love me. I will protect those who trust in my name.
15 When they call on me, I will answer; I will be with them in trouble. I will rescue and honor them.
16 I will reward them with a long life and give them my salvation.”
Joshua 1:8-9 (NLT) ~ Study this Book of Instruction continually. Meditate on it day and night so you will be sure to obey everything written in it. Only then will you prosper and succeed in all you do. 9 This is my command—be strong and courageous! Do not be afraid or discouraged. For the Lord your God is with you wherever you go.”
Exodus 14:13 (NLT) ~ 13 But Moses told the people, “Don’t be afraid. Just stand still and watch the Lord rescue you today. The Egyptians you see today will never be seen again.
Deuteronomy 3:22 ~ 22 You shall not fear them, for it is the Lord your God who fights for you.’
Mark 11:22-25 ~ 22 Jesus replied, “Let the faith of God be in you! 23 Listen to the truth I speak to you: If someone says to this mountain with great faith and having no doubt, ‘Mountain, be lifted up and thrown into the midst of the sea, and believes that what he says will happen, it will be done. 24 This is the reason I urge you to boldly believe for whatever you ask for in prayer—believe that you have received it and it will be yours. 25 And whenever you stand praying, if you find that you carry something in your heart against another person, release him and forgive him so that your Father in heaven will also release you and forgive you of your faults.
James 1:5-8 ~ 5 And if anyone longs to be wise, ask God for wisdom and he will give it! He won’t see your lack of wisdom as an opportunity to scold you over your failures, but he will overwhelm your failures with his generous grace. 6 Just make sure you ask empowered by confident faith without doubting that you will receive. For the ambivalent person believes one minute and doubts the next. Being undecided makes you become like the rough seas driven and tossed by the wind. You’re up one minute and tossed down the next. 7–8 When you are half-hearted and wavering it leaves you unstable. Can you really expect to receive anything from the Lord when you’re in that condition?

The phrase “Fear Not” appears 95 times in the Bible. 72 times in Old Testament and 23 times in New Testament.

Job 3:25 - For the thing I greatly feared has come upon me, And what I dreaded has happened to me.
Proverbs 23:7 - For as he thinks in his heart, so is he.
Romans 14:23 - 23 But he who doubts is condemned if he eats, because he does not eat from faith; for whatever is 
not from faith is sin. 

Fear in something is having faith in that thing, believing it has power over you.

1John 2:5 - But the love of God will be perfected within the one who obeys God’s Word. We can be sure that we’ve truly come to live in intimacy with God, 

Fear tolerated is faith contaminated. 

Sickness is from the curse. It is a result of not choosing the blessing of God. 
Deuteronomy 28:22 - 22 The Lord will strike you with consumption, with fever, with inflammation, with severe burning fever, with the sword, with scorching, and with mildew; they shall pursue you until you perish.
James 5:13-16 - 13 Are there any believers in your fellowship suffering great hardship and distress? Encourage them to pray! Are there happy, cheerful ones among you? Encourage them to sing out their praises! 14 Are there any sick among you? Then ask the elders of the church to come and pray over the sick and anoint them with oil in the name of our Lord. 15 And the prayer of faith will heal the sick and the Lord will raise them up, and if they have committed sins they will be forgiven. 16 Confess and acknowledge how you have offended one another and then pray for one another to be instantly healed, for tremendous power is released through the passionate, heartfelt prayer of a godly believer!
1 John 5:18 - 18 We are convinced that everyone fathered by God does not make sinning a way of life, because the Son of God protects the child of God, and the Evil One cannot touch him.

We are God’s kids! He promises to protect us if we walk in line with His Word. He will keep every promise always!
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
